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        CerMet Application Instructions

      For Diesel & Gasoline Engines

         (35 to 50 Quart Oil Capacity Systems)

Step 1:  If testing CerMet, make sure all of the necessary Before-Treatment Base-Line Data has been collected and emailed or faxed to CerMet Lab Co.

Step 2:  For best results treat engine(s) with CerMet approximately 200 miles after an oil change.  You can also add CerMet if you recently had an oil change and cleaned or replaced oil filters.

Step 3:  Engines should be treated with CerMet according to the following procedure:

1)  Warm-up the engine up to normal operating temperature (approximately 15 minutes of idling). 

2)  Add recommended dosage of CerMet into Oil crank case. (See your recommended dosages below) – DO NOT ADD TO FUEL.


3)  Start the engine and operate at idle for 15 minutes. 



4)  Then drive as normal.

5)  If a second treatment is recommended, drive the vehicle for 200 miles and then add the second treatment.

Note:  The CerMet treatment is considered to be complete after 2000 miles and will last approximately 60,000 miles.   You may change the oil at regular intervals without effecting the existing CerMet treatment.  

Step 4:  If testing CerMet, repeat identical base-line tests and begin collecting the After-Treatment Test Data after the 2000 mile work-in period has expired and email or fax the results to CerMet Lab Co.

RECOMMENDED CERMET DOSAGES FOR YOUR TEST FLEET:

1. Add One 50ml syringe to each engine.

2. Drive 200 miles
3. Add another 50ml syringe to each engine.

4. Drive for another 1800 miles  (2000 miles total)
Note: Try to maintain a similar engine run as performed when creating the base line results.  For example, try not to run the air-conditioner in one test and not the other, city driving vs. highway...etc.
